PERFORMANCE RULES

1)  All Concerts are worth points and MANDATORY ATTENDANCE is required.

2)  Absences will not be excused except for severe illness or death in the family, or extenuating circumstances to be determined by the family, Mr. Palmer and the High School Principal.  NO EXCEPTIONS – PERIOD!

3)  A NO CALL / NO SHOW at a performance could possibly result in failing the class!

4)  Early Morning Practices are MANDATORY and points will not be awarded to students who miss practice unless they have a valid excuse and have talked to Mr. Palmer before practice.

5)  Students who miss concerts and performances can seek partial credit by writing reports.  See Mr. Palmer for the subject, length of, and type of make up work to submit.  It is the student’s job to make up work, not the teachers job.  Concerts and rehearsals can be made up at ½ credit.

6)  Excessive tardies and absences from rehearsals and concerts can result in a student being held from participating in the next performance.  If a student is held from a performance they will not be allowed to make up missed points.

7)  All students are responsible for their instrument on band trips and performances.  However, the 7th and 8th grade students will be asked to perform extra loading and un-loading duties, and extra set-up and tear-down duties at performance events.

8)  During performance events, band trips and competitions, students are expected to conduct themselves as responsible well mannered young adults.  Students who demonstrate trouble with behaving properly in public will not be allowed the opportunity to participate in the said events.

9)  District Music Contest and Marching Parades are MSHSAA sponsored events, and students must be academically eligible to participate.  Students who are failing a class and have not filled-out and maintained an educational improvement plan will not participate in the said event.

2014 MANDATORY BAND CAMP (July 28-Aug. 1st)
Band Camp is held on the same week every year for the last two or three days of July and the first two or three days of August depending on how the calendar falls for that particular year.  For 2014-2015, next summer, it will be held on July 28 – August 1st.  All students are expected to be at Band Camp.  Parents should avoid booking vacations during band camp week.  Students who miss camp could be held out of marching events at Mr. Palmer’s discretion.  Please plan on being at camp.

ELEMENTARY BAND GRADES 5-6

The course requirements for Elementary Band are different than that of the high school and 7th grade classes.  Students are graded primarily on the weekly completion of their Practice Logs.

Each student enrolled in the program is required to practice their instrument for one hour/per week and have their parents sign the log.  It is the goal to instill the “practice makes perfect” model in the students.

Only 10% of the grade is based upon natural ability for 5th and 6th grade students, and that of course changes once they reach 7th grade where playing skills tests, marching skills tests, vocabulary tests and attendance all factor into the grades given.

It is the goal to have each student complete the 5th grade band book and be able to play the music at a competent level by October of the 6th grade year.  And likewise for the 6th grade students, it is the goal to have them complete the 6th grade book by the beginning of the 7th grade year.

If the students can play with confidence and skill the exercises in the band method books, then they will be successful once they reach 7th grade and high school band (grades 8-12).  However, this can only be accomplished by weekly practice throughout the school year.

In addition to the weekly practice logs, students are required to attend and perform in the school Christmas Band Concert and the Spring Band Concert.  This is also factored into their grades at 10% of the semester total.

Summer Lessons are offered to the students for the month of June and July.  Students are encouraged to take at least 6 ½ hour lessons for the summer to keep their skill level current.  This is particularly important for new band students.  

Mr. Palmer offers lessons from 8:00 am to 7:00 pm for elementary and Jr. high students, and from 6:00 pm to 9:00 pm for high school students and jazz band.  The Summer lessons are offered for 5 days during the month of June, and 5 days during the month of July.  Once in 7th grade, the students will participate in a week long band camp before school starts.
