The ballot would have $1 per acre for Agriculture land only tax for Road Rock for the county roads which will generate approximately $401,000. They explained this amount taxpayers would pay is less than the tax that was paid when the townships were in place.

The difference in the PPO premium of $587.10 and the lower HSA premiums will be contributed to the employee’s HSA account.  Motion carried 7-0.
