Professional Development has been doing collaborative scoring on student writing, updating pacing guides, and updating science resources.

Building Projects (Summer)

Mrs. Banner discussed the building projects that will be completed this summer which include replacement of doors near the high school office; painting Superintendent office, Kindergarten, 1st grade room and high school; replace drain lines in the kitchen with 2 inch pipes.
Discuss No-Tax increase bond Issue

Mrs. Banner discussed running a No-tax increase bond issue in April 2019. She has a meeting scheduled with Bruce Johnson from L.J. Hart to look at our bonding capacity. We will look at renovations to the elementary and other building issues. Current bonds will be paid off in 2022 and 2025.
Discuss Preschool

Mrs. Banner discussed the preschool projected enrollment for the 2017-2018 school year.  Jeff Kimmel moved, second by Janelle Hepler, to approve to employ a preschool
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paraprofessional for the 2017-2018 school year and allow up to 20 preschool students. Motion carried 7-0.
Discuss Concession Stand renovation update

Mrs. Banner gave an update on the concession stand renovation. It was finished this week. Total estimated cost from last March was $8,435.76 and current costs are $7,068.39 plus $456 for cement and $14,784 electric pole for a total of $22,308.39.
Discuss employing students for summer help

Mrs. Banner discussed employing students for summer help. We will advertise for 2 part-time summer employees.

The MCE policy updates were presented. Janelle Hepler moved, second by Ryan Barnes, to adopt Policy 1210 School Year and School Day and Policy 5550 Meal Charges. Motion carried 7-0.

Discuss Use of Batting Cages

Mrs. Banner discussed the Athletic Booster Club wants to charge a fee for the school to use the indoor batting cages. Mrs. Banner’s recommendation is to pay the $300 per team per season. This will allow preferential use during school practice times. This fee will be used to pay for electricity and upkeep. Janelle Hepler moved, second by Jeff Kimmel, to approve to pay the Athletic Booster Club $300 per team per season for the use of the indoor batting cages. Motion carried 7-0.
