Administrative report

The May Elementary attendance was 95.72% and enrollment of 149 students.  

Elementary Overall attendance was 96.99% for the 2016-2017 school year.

Mrs. Franklin’s Focus School Data was included in the Board packet. The STAR and Iowa Basic Skills Test scores were presented.

The May High School attendance was 97.6% and enrollment of 119 students. High School overall attendance was 97.43% for the 2016-2017 school year.
Mrs. Roberts presented the D and F report for the 4th quarter/2nd semester. The behavior report was given. Katelyn Conner finished 1st in 300 m hurdles, 4th in 100 m hurdles, and 6th in 200 m dash at the State track meet. Nikita Powell finished 8th in long jump at the State track meet.
Professional Development is working on individualized professional development. Science resource training was June 9 and ELA collections resource training was June 12.
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Sullivan County Fair is July 5-9 and FFA WLC is July 11-16.

Superintendent Report
2017-2018 Admission Prices
The 2017-2018 Activity admission prices were presented to the board. Ryan Barnes moved, second by Keith Albrecht, to approve the admission prices for the 2017-2018 school year of $1.00 for K-12 students and $3.00 for adults. Motion carried 5-0.
Lunch Prices
Current lunch prices were presented to the Board.  Thomas Christen moved, second by Janelle Hepler, to approve the following lunch prices for the 2017-2018 school year – Full price breakfast $1.50, Reduced breakfast $0.30, Adult breakfast $2.00, Full price lunch $2.30, Reduced lunch $0.40, Adult lunch $2.65, and extra milk $0.30. Pro-tech Contract/Copy machine
The Pro-tech Maintenance contract is $4500 per year on 5 copy machines for 450,000 copies with a charge of $0.01 per copy over 450,000 copies. Thomas Christen moved, second by Ryan Barnes, to approve the Pro-tech contract and the purchase of the new Kyocera copy machine from Pro-tech for $4,995.00. Motion carried 5-0.
