Administrative report

Mrs. Gray presented the Elementary May Attendance of 96.31% and enrollment of 159 students. 
Mrs. Gray discussed the Focus School data leading indicators for the super sub group.

She also discussed classroom observation averages for the elementary.

The May High School attendance was 97.27% and enrollment of 136 students.  Attendance rate for the school year was 96.49%.
End of course results were presented. High School teachers spent the professional development day on Friday, May 24th aligning curriculum with Core Academic Standards and developing a pacing chart to begin the school year. 

The schedule has been revamped to accommodate the new Language Arts Teacher. We have tried to place core classes earlier in the day to avoid early dismissals and loss of instructional time.

Donnie Fields will be teaching 7th grade Social Studies. This will give Mr. Whitacre greater control of the 8th grade curriculum which is the first half of the American History curriculum.

The new marquee sign has been ordered and should be up and running by the time school starts.
